. Sometimes, in our busyness, and even in our quest to do great things for God, we
forget that our primary duty and calling is our personal discipleship. We need to be
disciples and servants of Jesus before we can do anything else for Him.

a. How are you doing in your personal discipleship at the moment?

b. What is your greatest challenge or obstacle in your personal discipleship at

present?

It is the duty of a good servant to know the will of the Master. How do you think you can
practically ensure that you get to know God’s will better and stay in tune with Him?
Read and reflect on the following Scriptures. What insights can you gain from them

regarding what it means to be a disciple and servant of Christ?

John 15 vs 1-8:

"I am the True Vine, and My Father is the Vinedresser. Every branch in Me that does not bear
fruit, He takes away. And every one that bears fruit, He prunes it so that it may bring forth more
fruit. Now you are clean through the Word which | have spoken to you. Abide in Me, and I in
you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself unless it remains in the vine, so neither can you
unless you abide in Me. | am the Vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and | in him,
the same brings forth much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing. If anyone does not abide in
Me, he is cast out as a branch and is withered. And they gather and cast them into the fire, and
they are burned. If you abide in Me, and My Words abide in you, you shall ask what you will,
and it shall be done to you. In this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit, so you shall

be My disciples.”



Luke 6 vs 40:

“The disciple is not above his master, but everyone who is perfect shall be like his master.”

Luke 14:25-33:

“And great crowds went with Him. And He turned and said to them, If anyone comes to Me and
does not hate his father and mother and wife and children and brothers and sisters, yes, and his
own life also, he cannot be My disciple. And whoever does not bear his cross and come after
Me, he cannot be My disciple. For which of you, intending to build a tower, does not sit down
first and count the cost, whether he may have enough to finish it; lest perhaps, after he has laid
the foundation and is not able to finish, all those seeing begin to mock him, saying, This man
began to build and was not able to finish. Or what king, going to make war against another king,
does not first sit down and consult whether he is able with ten thousand to meet him who comes
against him with twenty thousand? Or else, while the other is still a great way off, he sends a
delegation and asks conditions of peace. So then, everyone of you who does not forsake all his

possessions, he cannot be My disciple.”

Proverbs 3 vs 5-6:
“Trust in the LORD with all your heart, and lean not to your own understanding. In all your ways

acknowledge Him, and He shall direct your paths.”

Psalm 123 vs 2:
“Behold, as the eyes of servants look to the hand of their masters; as the eyes of a maiden to

the hand of her mistress; so our eyes wait on Jehovah our God, until He shall have mercy on

us.

Serving Christ also goes hand in hand with obedience. Andrew Murray once said, “Just
as a servant knows that he must first obey his master in all things, so the surrender to
an implicit and unquestionable obedience must become the essential characteristic of
our lives.”

a. Would you say that your life is characterised by implicit and unquestionable

obedience to God? Why or why not?
b. What hinders this kind of obedience to God in your life?
c. What practical steps can you take to ensure that you become more and more

obedient to God?



. What do you think it means to be a servant leader to others?

Is there a person you know who personifies this type of leadership? How do they lead?
Pride is perhaps the biggest obstacle to serving others and to being servant leaders.
How can we overcome our pride, which according to John Stott, is also the “chief
occupational hazard of leadership™?

Read and reflect on the following Scriptures. What do they tell you about humility and

pride?

1 Peter 5 vs 5-7:

“Likewise, younger ones, be subject to older ones, and all being subject to one another. Put on
humility. For God resists proud ones, but He gives grace to the humble. Therefore be humbled
under the mighty hand of God, so that He may exalt you in due time, casting all your anxiety

onto Him, for He cares for you.”

Matthew 23 vs 12:
“And whoever shall exalt himself shall be abased, and he who shall humble himself shall be

exalted.”

John 13:12-17:

“So after He had washed their feet and had taken His garments and had reclined again, He said
to them, ‘Do you know what | have done to you? You call Me the Teacher, and Lord, and you
say well, for | AM. If then I, the Lord and the Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to
wash one another® feet. For | have given you an example, that you should do as | have done to
you. Truly, truly, | say to you, A servant is not greater than his master, neither is he who is sent

greater than he who sent him. If you know these things, blessed are you if you do them.””

Philippians 2 vs 3-8:

“Don®do anything from selfish ambition or from a cheap desire to boast, but be humble toward
one another, always considering others better than yourselves. And look out for one another®
interests, not just for your own. The attitude you should have is the one that Christ Jesus had:
He always had the nature of God, but he did not think that by force he should try to remain
equal with God. Instead of this, of his own free will he gave up all he had, and took the nature of
a servant. He became like a human being and appeared in human likeness. He was humble

and walked the path of obedience all the way to death--- his death on the cross.”



1. Sometimes we have the mentality that the church is there to serve us. Why do you think
it is important to understand that we are meant to serve the church?

2. How do you think God has uniquely gifted you to be a servant of the church?

You could use this time as an opportunity to edify and encourage one another. Let others in
the group tell each person what gifts, abilities and potential they see in them that God is

using to bless your group and the church as a whole.
